Seeking Contributions to Prepare for the next Conference on World Mission and Evangelism

Grace and peace to you in the nhame of our Lord Jesus Christ.

The Commission on World Mission and Evangelism (CWME) of the World Council of Churches writes
to invite your participation in a shared journey of reflection, discernment, and contribution toward the
next Conference on World Mission and Evangelism, to be held in 2028.

As you know, one of CWME'’s core responsibilities is to plan and convene this Conference in the period
between WCC Assemblies. The last global gathering in Arusha (2018) gave rise to the Arusha Call to
Discipleship, and since then we have continued to explore its vision of Transforming Discipleship,
particularly its framing of mission from the margins and its call toward decolonial understandings of
Christian mission.

As we prepare for the 2028 Conference, the Commission is embarking on a three-year, multi-layered
process engaging churches, mission bodies, regional ecumenical organisations, and most importantly,
communities whose stories have too often been marginalised or silenced. Our hope is to gather the
wisdom of the global mission movement in ways that witness to God'’s reconciling and renewing work
in our world.

Theme for Reflection and Contribution

We invite your response to the proposed theme:

“Not by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit” (Zechariah 4:6): Witnessing to the Spirit’s Mission
to renew, repair, reorder and recreate.

This theme is being developed through the overarching motif of Re-storying—a Spirit-led retelling of
the stories that shape our faith and mission. For too long, the stories as told by those in positions of
power have dominated how we see the world and how we see the church. Re-storying invites us to
recover, reframe, and renew narratives that have caused harm or exclusion, especially from the
perspectives of those who have experienced harm and exclusion. Re-storying further invites us to
listen afresh to the stories held in the Land, in communities, and in all Creation. It challenges colonial
structures of power and centres the experiences, voices, and epistemologies of those at the margins.
It calls us to explore and discover how together we can act to heal, reconcile, and restore right
relationships with each other, with Creation, and with God.

Through this invitation, CWME seeks contributions that help us to discern:

o how the Spirit is renewing, repairing, reordering, and recreating in communities today;



e where signs of God’s new creation are emerging and where they are threatened;

o how decolonial practices, reparative justice, and mission from the margins are shaping
contemporary Christian witness;

e how “re-storying” is being enacted in different contexts to restore truth, dignity, relationship,
and hope.

Invitation to Contribute

We warmly invite member churches, mission agencies, World Communions, regional ecumenical
organisations, and especially communities experiencing marginalising forces to share reflections,
stories, resources, theological insights, and missional practices that speak to the themes above.

We particularly welcome responses and engagements from (but not limited to):

e Oceania (Pasifika, Maori, First Nations of so-called Australia, Zenadth Kes and South Sea
Islanders)

e Ecumenical Disability Advocacy Network (EDAN)

e Ecumenical Indigenous Peoples Network (EIPN)

o Dalit communities

¢ Youth and student movements

e Women’s networks

¢ Communities addressing the legacies of the Transatlantic Slave Trade
e Migrant and diaspora communities

e Earth and Ocean / Creation-based perspectives

These contributions will be used to develop the overall framing and programme for the Conference on
World Mission and Evangelism. They also may be used to help us organize online seminars, regional
hearings, and writing/discernment work in the lead up to the conference. Please note that some
contributors may be invited to participate in these activities and/or in the conference itself.
Information on registration for the conference will be available in 2027.

How to Respond

We invite contributions in diverse formats, including written reflections, theological resources, video
or audio submissions, contextual or liturgical materials, narratives of practice, or other creative
expressions.

If you are able to send in an early, or initial response, by March 31, 2026, this will be critical to helping
us plan and implement pre-conference activities this year. Contributions made later than this date
within the next 3-4 months also will be well received.
